Pre-Application Form

General information

This form is intended to be used for submission of pre-application (short research proposal) within VRF-CDSI India Special Research Grant Call. This call for research grant proposals is dedicated for Indian researchers and is announced by the Vitiligo Research Foundation (VRF) with the support from Cosmetic Dermatology Society of India (CDSI). VRF will allocate* an amount of up to $25,000 to support the best research proposal for a one year period. Please refer to VRF-CDSI India Special Research Grant Call Advertisement (more) for detailed description of this special grant call.

* VRF does not take any commitments to award the grant which will be done solely on the VRF's discretion and is subjected to high scientific quality of the proposal and its significant contribution to solving vitiligo problem.

Eligibility criteria and conditions of award

· Principal investigator of the proposed project should have a full-time position in India-based research or clinical unit. Research conducted outside India are not eligible for support under this VRF India Special Grant.

· Proposed research should clearly contribute to development of novel treatment modalities of vitiligo or provide firm scientific basis for that.

· Approved research project will be financed based on the VRF Research Grant Agreement between VRF and administering organization with which project Principal investigator is affiliated.

· Allocated for the winning award funding will be wire-transferred in full as a single payment to the Principal investigator's administering organization.

· Grant award is subjected to obligation to submit final report on the work done in the frame of the project within 1 month after project completion.

· If awarded, funding should be spent solely to conduct research described in the proposal at the Principal investigator's discretion.

Evaluation process

After primary evaluation** of pre-applications, selected applicants will be asked to submit research proposals in full which will be peer-reviewed** to select a project for financial support (see Deadlines below for time-table).

** VRF will provide applicants with neither comments on rejected research proposals nor reasons for rejection.

Completing the form

· This form should be filled out by a project Principal investigator (PI).

· Use 12 pt font size, single-spaced text when filling the form. Do not alter page margins in the document.

· When filling the Pre-Application Form below, please keep strictly whithin indicated page limits. Applications with violated page limits will not be considered.

· The form is in Microsoft Word 2003 format (DOC file). After completing the form, convert the file to PDF format and save with a file name VRF_In_[PI Last Name].

Submission procedure
